Warm This Winter

Background

Climate Cymru is an active network of over three hundred partner organisations from
every sector in Welsh society, and a movement of over 14,000 individuals from across
Wales who are concerned about climate change. Warm This Winter is a UK-wide
campaign supported by leading anti-poverty and environmental organisations calling on
the UK government to provide more emergency support for people struggling with
energy bills this winter and a coherent plan to move the UK away from fossil fuels,
through a rollout of home insulation and affordable renewables. Climate Cymru is
running a sister WWarm this Winter campaign in Wales.

Summary of the campaign

We are in the grips of multiple crises — the cost-of-living crisis, energy crisis, and the
climate and nature emergencies. These crises are connected and intertwined. They
have shared causes and solutions. Emergency support is needed for the most
vulnerable. Beyond that, the best solutions for a genuine pathway out of the
cost-of-living crisis are also key steps to addressing energy security and the climate
crisis — like a rapid scale up of energy efficiency and rolling out community energy all
over Wales. The financial case for these programs is also compelling.

The energy crisis did not happen overnight and could have been avoided if action on
energy efficiency and renewables had been taken decades ago. Unless we take urgent
and informed action now, short term or false solutions risk locking us into the worsening
impacts of climate change and future energy crises.

The Welsh Government and other institutions need to act urgently to ensure that
solutions to address the cost-of-living emergency also address the climate and nature
emergencies. Levers that are within our control need to be used to support vulnerable
households, and to prioritise renewables and energy efficiency schemes.

The Warm this Winter campaign in Wales would like Welsh Government to
deliver:

Emergency support for vulnerable households
An ambitious energy efficiency programme

A rapid scale-up of low-cost renewables

Free us from fossil fuels
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The Climate Cymru network, and other organisations behind the Warm this Winter
campaign, are ready to work productively with the Welsh Government to make these
things happen, both on building them into policy, and on rolling them out to the wider
public.

1. Emergency support for vulnerable households

Energy bills have continued to rise since Ofgem’s price cap was raised by 54% in April
2022. Meanwhile, inflation has soared to a 30 year high and the UK is facing the
biggest fall in living standards since records began. For many low-income households,
energy bills were already unaffordable, but now millions more are being plunged into
fuel poverty.The UK Government has announced a cut in the support available to
households in fuel poverty for winter 2023. While the Energy Price Guarantee will
continue to cap the unit cost of energy, all energy bills will increase from 1 April 2023 —
at the same time as the Energy Bills Support Scheme finishes.

The final increase will depend on energy prices, which have fallen in recent months, but
currently predictions range from a 12% to 20% increase.

In 2022/23, the most vulnerable households were given support of up to £1,500.
According to media reports, for 2023/24 the figure reduces to £1,350. A 10% cut in
support.

These changes come on top of additional increases in energy costs which many
Economy 7 customers saw on their bills from 1 January 2023. Support in 2023/24 for
households not on means-tested benefits and those living in “off gas grid” properties
have also yet to be confirmed by the UK Government.

A key issue is how the UK government intends to pay for this. The abolition of green
levies and no further windfall tax on energy companies effectively increases
government subsidy to fossil fuel companies at the expense of cleaner energy
production, and future taxpayers who will be picking up the bill for decades. The
original windfall tax imposed on energy companies, which could have gone a long way
to support households, instead offered around 90% back in subsidies to fossil fuel
companies to encourage expansion of oil and gas in the North Sea. This is far from
sensible in a cost-of-living and climate emergency, especially given Kwasi Kwarteng
himself admitted it will do nothing to reduce bills or improve energy security. It is an
expensive sticking plaster without any meaningful means to address the root of the
problem.

The Wellbeing of Future Generations Act in Wales obliges the public sector to deliver
sustainable development: meeting the needs of current generations without
compromising the ability of future generations to meet their own needs. We need to
think long-term, prevent future crises, and involve people in policy making.

We welcome Welsh Government initiatives to alleviate the cost of living crisis including
the £150 Cost of Living payment, a second £200_Welsh Fuel Support Scheme
payment, additional funding to the Discretionary Assistance Fund, a £4m national Fuel
Voucher Scheme and a £1m ‘warm banks’ fund . We support the implementation and
roll out of such schemes and will try to do our part to help ensure those that most need
it access this support.

We would like Welsh Government to go further by:

Adjusting the current Nest scheme so that people living on the lowest incomes in the
least energy efficient homes qualify for support to insulate their homes in a way
which is quick and easy to access.

Introducing free, or heavily subsidised, public transport for everyone for the period of
the emergency and possibility of full implementation in the future.

Accelerating the roll out of free school meals, sourcing food locally and responsibly.
Extending free childcare to children aged two.

It is a longer term safety net, rather than immediate support, but a range of Climate
Cymru partners are urging support for the Back the Bill Right to affordable Housing
legislation.

We would like the Welsh Government to go further by bringing forward legislation to
fully incorporate the Right to Adequate Housing into Welsh law which would provide
a legal framework in which to provide everyone in Wales with a safe, sustainable
and affordable place to call home, including fair and affordable rents and energy
costs.

Directly supporting workers in low paid sectors, for example social care and
supporting the living wage campaign.

Providing support for people experiencing poverty due to their role as carers, for
example giving all unpaid carers cost of living financial support, not just the
estimated 10% of unpaid carers who are in receipt of carers allowance.

Providing automatic referral to energy efficiency schemes for vulnerable households.

Establishing a system for the administration of benefits in Wales to make the series
of devolved grants and allowances that already exist here (Free School Meals,
Council Tax Reduction Scheme) work better, by bringing them together into one
cohesive system. Further research is needed on the system in place in Scotland for
the administration of their benefits, and work towards proposing a Welsh Benefits
System as proposed by the_Bevan Foundation.

- We believe that_forcing people on to prepayment meters should be banned, as it
is perpetuating poverty for many of the most vulnerable in society, especially due
to the fact that once someone is on a prepayment meter they have to pay a much
higher electricity rate. To that end, we welcome the Senedd’s Petitions
Committee newly launched inquiry into the scandal following a petition we
initiated. We wish for the committee to engage with Welsh citizens on how they
have been affected and present their findings to the Welsh Government to take
forward accordingly.

- We understand that recent changes have been made to prepayment meters on a
UK level which we welcome, but the standing charges are still applicable. We

welcome the new phone line for those with pre payment meters to raise
concerns, initiated by Ofgem and Citizens Advice, and urge people to contact
them directly.

Welsh Government should also join us in lobbying the UK Government to:

Make up the shortfall that low-income and vulnerable households face between the
levels of support already committed and the overall rise in the cost of living in the year
to April 2023. The fastest and most efficient way to achieve additional support would be
through further payments through the social security system.

Raise funds for these measures by imposing a genuine windfall tax on energy
companies’ profits, and scrapping incentives to scale up extraction of fossil fuels.

To end the forced installation of prepayment meters, and to demand that the UK
Government tells energy companies to change its practices, and strengthens regulating
powers.

2. An ambitious energy efficiency programme

Wales has some of the most leaky, energy inefficient homes in the UK, with the oldest
housing stock and the lowest proportion of dwellings with an EPC rated ‘C’ or above.
The Welsh Government is committed to introducing a new version of the \Warm Homes
programme to support fuel poor households and energy efficiency schemes in Wales,
with a statement from the Climate Change Minister due later this year on the next
iteration of the programme. We urgently need more action to stop our homes leaking
heat and to keep people warm. According to estimates from the Child Poverty Action
Group. 60.8% of Welsh households will be in fuel poverty by January 2023 up from 14%
in_October 2021. Welsh Government estimates an increase in fuel poverty to 45% of
Welsh Households from 1t April 2022.

Retrofitting and insulating homes protect people from rising fuel bills and make homes
warmer, which is particularly important for those living in fuel poverty and who struggle
with poor health.

We call on the Welsh Government to:

e Urgently introduce an ambitious Warm Homes Programme for Wales at the scale
and pace needed. This should target the worst impacted households first,
prioritise improving the fabric of the house with energy efficiency measures, and

combine a street-by-street approach and on-demand support for vulnerable
households wherever they are.

e Ensure all new housing in Wales is built to the highest standard of efficiency
possible.

e Further support community energy companies who reinvest their profits into
energy efficiency programmes.

e Produce good quality, easy to access information and advice on support and
grants available, outlining the typical savings and upfront costs. This should
provide a central hub for the public to access support for their homes (based on a
postcode search)

e Provide a mechanism to low, or zero percent, support loans for people to access
to enable them to install energy efficiency measures in their homes, along the
lines of that which may be accessed via the_Robert Owen Community Bank for
residents in Powys and Rhondda Cynon Taff.

We welcome the Welsh Government Winter Fuel Campaign, which seeks to signpost
people where to go for support. We wish to ensure that we communicate with the Welsh
Government at an appropriate time to enquire as to the effectiveness of this campaign,
and its impact on the people of Wales.

Welsh Government should also join us in lobbying the UK Government to:

e Increase the devolved budget to enable delivery of a scaled up home insulation
programme which will offer net-savings to the UK treasury in only a few years.

3. A rapid scale-up of low-cost renewables

Homegrown renewable energy like solar and wind energy are now much cheaper than
electricity from fossil fuels. For example, this report demonstrating offshore wind is now
more than nine times cheaper than gas. In Wales, we have excellent examples of
companies producing renewable energy locally to benefit people in our communities.
This helps Wales and UK’s energy security and independence, it cuts the cost of energy
production in both short and long term and the schemes are community owned,
ensuring profits go to Welsh communities instead of multinational energy companies.

We call on Welsh Government to:

Set up Ynni Cymru in collaboration with civil society and interested partners in
Wales, and to explore where further devolved powers are needed to enable
Wales to use its own renewable energy sources. We support the establishment
of the publicly owned renewable energy company, but we will like wider
community involvement in setting this up.

Support recommendations in the Institute for Welsh Affairs report * A plan for
Wales’ renewable energy future’

Implement a renewables workforce plan to equip Welsh people with the skills we
require for the industry to thrive.

Improve funding for research and development in Wales as without sufficient
funding, Higher Education Institutions here will not be able to compete with HEI's
elsewhere to develop new advances in sustainable technologies.

Ensure that the roll-out of renewables is in harmony with nature to minimise any
negative impacts.

Scale up and support community renewable projects, and allow them to sell
energy locally, so that the profits and benefits go to communities.

Urgently develop and implement a commitment to net zero by 2035, including
scaling up renewables.

Implement a clear plan for expanding and developing low carbon heating in
Wales.

Welsh Government should join us in Lobbying the UK Government to-

Formulate views on the reform of the energy market alongside partners in Wales,
and communicate the conclusions to the UK Government.

Support Power for People in lobbying Westminster on the Local Electricity Bill. The
Bill is to enable electricity generators to become local electricity suppliers.

4. Free us from fossil fuels

As global gas markets soar, people and businesses across the country are being
directly impacted by the UK’s reliance on expensive fossil fuels. At the same time, the
investment allowance in the Energy Profits Levy (windfall tax) and other tax loopholes
are depriving the UK economy of vital income. The UK-wide campaign is calling on
the UK government to stop opening new oil and gas fields, including new licensing
rounds, and stop subsidising new drilling with public money. Wales has a leadership
role to play, especially as it is part of the Beyond Oil and Gas Alliance. The Welsh
Government should seek to work with the UK Government to build a cheaper and
more secure renewable energy supply. We require consistent, sustained action from
the Welsh Government to show leadership and ensure a just transition for workers in
industries currently reliant on fossil fuels. We also need a culture change towards
self-reliance without fossil fuels, a closer relationship to the sources of our energy.

We call on the Welsh Government to:

End the extraction, extension, and expansion of coal in Wales, and commit to
using its veto powers to stop any proposal or application for coal in Wales.
Not issue any further licences, or extension of licenses for gas or oil and to
continue its clear and comprehensive opposition to any fracking in Wales.

Welsh Government should also join us in lobbying the UK Government to:

e Ensure Wales gets its fair share of funding based on need, as households in
Wales are hit hardest by the energy crisis.

e Urgently impose a windfall tax on oil and gas companies to help finance support
for the most vulnerable households and ensure that ordinary people, and our

children, are not picking up the bill for the significant sums of public money going
to energy companies under the Energy Price Guarantee Scheme.

Crynodeb o’r ymgyrch

1. Cefnogaeth frys i aelwydydd bregus

Mae biliau ynni wedi parhau i godi ers i gap prisiau Ofgem godi 54% ym mis Ebrill 2022.
Yn y cyfamser, mae chwyddiant wedi codi i'r lefel uchaf ers 30 mlynedd ac mae’r DU yn
wynebu’r gostyngiad mwyaf mewn safonau byw ers i gofnodion ddechrau. | lawer o
aelwydydd incwm isel, roedd biliau ynni eisoes yn anfforddiadwy, ond erbyn hyn mae
miliynau o bobl yn cael eu gwthio i dlodi tanwydd. Mae Llywodraeth y DU wedi cyhoeddi
toriad yn y cymorth sydd ar gael i aelwydydd mewn tlodi tanwydd ar gyfer gaeaf 2023.
Tra bydd y Warant Pris Ynni yn parhau i gapio cost uned ynni, bydd yr holl filiau ynni yn
cynyddu o 1 Ebrill 2023 — ar yr un pryd ag y daw’r Cynllun Cymorth Biliau Ynni i ben.

Bydd y cynnydd terfynol yn dibynnu ar brisiau ynni, sydd wedi gostwng yn ystod y
misoedd diwethaf, ond ar hyn o bryd mae'r rhagfynegiadau'n amrywio o gynnydd o 12%
i 20%.

Yn 2022/23, rhoddwyd cymorth o hyd at £1,500 i'r aelwydydd mwyaf agored i niwed. Yn
0l adroddiadau yn y cyfryngau, ar gyfer 2023/24 bydd y ffigwr yn gostwng i £1,350.
Toriad 0 10% yn y gefnogaeth.

Daw'r newidiadau hyn ar ben y cynnydd ychwanegol mewn costau ynni a welodd llawer
o gwsmeriaid Economi 7 ar eu biliau o 1 lonawr 2023. Dydi cefnogaeth yn 2023/24 i
aelwydydd nad ydynt ar fudd-daliadau prawf modd a'r rhai sy'n byw mewn eiddo “oddi
ar y grid” ei gadarnhau eto gan Lywodraeth y DU.

Mae Deddf Llesiant Cenedlaethau’r Dyfodol yng Naghymru yn ei gwneud yn ofynnol i’r
sector cyhoeddus gyflawni datblygu cynaliadwy: diwallu anghenion cenedlaethau’r
presennol heb beryglu gallu cenedlaethau’r dyfodol i ddiwallu eu hanghenion eu hunain.
Mae angen inni feddwl! dros y tymor hir, atal argyfyngau yn y dyfodol, a chynnwys pobl
wrth lunio polisiau.

Rydym yn croesawu mentrau Llywodraeth Cymru i liniaru’r argyfwng costau byw gan
gynnwys y taliad Costau Byw o £150 i bawb, ail daliad Cynllun Cymorth Tanwydd
Cymru o £200, cyllid ychwanegol i'r Gronfa Cymorth Dewisol, swm cenedlaethol gwerth
£4m fel rhan o’r Cynllun Talebau Tanwydd, a chronfa 'banciau cynnes' gwerth £1m .
Rydym yn cefnogi gweithredu a chyflwyno cynlluniau o'r fath, a byddwn yn ceisio
gwneud ein rhan i helpu i sicrhau bod y rhai sydd ei angen fwyaf yn cael mynediad at y
cymorth hwn.
