Cyfiawnder Hinsawdd
Byd-eang Cymru

Wales is a small nation with a proud history of global leadership, from becoming the world’s
first Fair Trade Nation, to legislating the Well-being of Future Generations Act, and declaring
itself a Nation of Sanctuary. As climate change intensifies, Wales must again lead with
ambition and justice. Actions of the future Welsh Government must be rooted in justice,
fairness, and global solidarity.

The Global Climate Risk Index shows those who have contributed least to climate change,
often poorer countries and communities, are the most affected by its impacts. This inequity
underscores the urgent need for climate justice, as vulnerable communities (both here in
Wales & overseas) suffer the consequences of a crisis they did not cause.

Global Climate Justice Cymru brings together organisations from across Wales to accelerate
collective action for global climate justice.

This briefing outlines actionable recommendations for the next Welsh Government to ensure
Global Climate Justice is at the heart of Welsh policies, for a fairer and more prosperous
future for communities in Wales and the World.

Why it Matters: Wales must recognise its historical legacy of colonialism, which has
contributed to global inequalities and environmental degradation. Wales can lead by
example with fair and rapid decarbonisation that recognises Wales’ historic emissions and
ecological footprint. Wales carries the lived experience of unjust transition, from its
coal-mining past to today’s economic challenges. This gives Wales a unique opportunity to
lead a just, globally responsible transition to a green, wellbeing economy that puts people
and planet first.

Modern electric technologies and renewables offer Wales a rich opportunity. Investment in
renewable energy could reach £50bn by 2035, with wind power playing a central role.
This level of investment is predicted to generate significant benefits e.g. £6.9bn in GVA,
8,000 green jobs and £1.9bn in tax revenue. Attitude surveys demonstrate that public
support for renewables is strong (85% support - WG, March 2023).

Actions for Government:

e Commit to signing the Fossil Fuel Non- Proliferation Treaty. This is a bold proposal
for an international agreement that would plan and manage a just global transition
away from coal, oil and gas, making sure no country or worker is left behind.

e Legislate to close all coal extraction loopholes in Wales.

e Set legally binding targets to reduce Wales’s global consumption emissions (e.g.
emissions from imported goods) supported by a clear action plan.

e Implement circular economy practices (reduce, reuse, recycle) to lower
consumption-related emissions.

e Fully adopt the Wales Net Zero 2035 Challenge Group’s recommendations,
embedding equity and justice in all targets.

e Develop and deliver a national Just Transition Strategy that builds a Wellbeing
Economy - rooted in community participation, global justice, and fair decarbonisation
- positioning Wales as a global leader of equitable climate action.

e Achieve net zero greenhouse gas emissions by 2035, embedding equity and justice
in all targets; becoming the first Race to Zero Nation driven by community-led action
and international solidarity.

Embed robust due diligence mechanisms to ensure ethical public sector
procurement and investment

Why it Matters: The “Wales and Global Responsibility” report by Size of Wales (a.0.) shows
that an overseas area close to half the size of Wales is used to grow commodities imported
here (including palm oil, soy, cocoa). These imports are driving deforestation and human
rights abuses overseas, including the abuse of Indigenous Peoples' rights, child and forced
labour. The Wales Pension Fund Partnership (WPP) has at least £227.9M invested in fossil
fuel companies and nearly £10 billion across the WPP is at risk of being exposed to
deforestation. Our public money must not fund human rights abuses, deforestation, or
climate harm abroad. Instead investments should align with the Wellbeing of Future
Generations Act and explore place-based investment opportunities that benefit Welsh
communities, such as green homes, renewable energy, and local food systems. Over
two-thirds of the public supports government action to tackle deforestation overseas
according to recent polling, the next Welsh Government can listen and help make this a
reality.

Actions for Government:

e Ensure that the statutory guidance for the Social Partnership and Public Procurement
(Wales) Act includes robust standards (guided by the UN Guiding Principles on
Business and Human Rights) to promote global responsibility and ethical
procurement practices that uphold human rights and environmental standards such
as deforestation-free practices and fair trade.

e Seek to influence UK trade policy to prioritise fair trade, workers’ rights and
environmental protection.

e Mandate public bodies to procure food and materials that are deforestation free and
ethically and responsibly sourced, including certifications such as Fairtrade, RSPO
certified palm oil (i.e. Segregated or Identity Preserved), Organic and Pasture for
Life.

e Create a cross-departmental food strategy that supports local, sustainable “farm to
fork” supply chains and ethically sourced imports. This strategy should set
sustainable food targets for increasing local, regenerative or organic produce,
promoting less but better quality meat and dairy, restricting ultra-processed foods
(UPFs), and prioritising Fairtrade products.

e Align the new Sustainable Farming Scheme (SFS) with deforestation-free goals and
support farmers to move away from imported soy and palm-based feeds that are
driving deforestation and habitat loss overseas. Promote local alternatives such as
UK grown legumes and grass fed systems.

e Work with the Wales Pension Partnership (WPP) to divest from fossil fuels, arms,
and deforestation-driving industries by 2030.

Why it Matters: Climate instability anywhere affects economic, migration, and health
systems everywhere. Droughts and crop failures in Africa can lead to global food price
volatility, displacement, and instability—which ripple into Europe / Wales. Investing in climate
adaptation globally isn’t charity, it's climate justice and it's smart. Wales has a moral duty to
help communities suffering from a crisis they did not cause. Wales’s credibility on climate
justice relies on showing active solidarity with those on the frontlines of the crisis, not just
rhetoric. It is_estimated that the world’s most vulnerable countries could experience
cumulative economic losses of $400 billion annually by 2030 due to the impacts of climate
change. "On average, African governments are spending seven times more on external debt
payments than on measures to adapt to climate change" (page 11) Between life and debt -
Christian Aid. In light of current aid budget cuts, continued global solidarity and partnership is
of paramount importance.

Actions for Government:

e Support and expand schemes like the Wales and Africa Programme to strengthen
climate adaptation and mitigation projects. Ensure Diaspora communities in Wales
are included in project design and delivery.

e Deepen and expand equitable partnerships with climate-vulnerable countries and
regions, frontline communities and Indigenous Peoples, ensuring recognition of rights
and co-created solutions. Supporting these communities to establish sustainable
livelihoods and access to information are crucial key elements to increase resilience
and climate adaption.

e Pledge to ring-fence climate finance and prioritise actions to accelerate a just and
green transition which ensures no one is left behind.

e Establish a Wales Loss & Damage Fund or contribute to the United Nation's
Framework Convention on Climate Change's Fund for responding to Loss and
Damage, to directly support communities most affected by climate change.

e Work with partner countries to highlight debt crises to the UK Government; call on the
UK Government to adopt necessary debt legislation; and call on UK and other
governments to support a new UN Debt workout mechanism.

e Champion action and show leadership on the international stage on the global debt
crisis and on loss and damage finance.

e Call on the UK Government to consider alternative financing mechanisms which
could leverage the funding needed, such as introducing ‘polluter pays’ measures to
mobilise climate finance and the cancellation of unjust and unsustainable debt.

Why it Matters: The Welsh Government must lead the people of Wales in building a better
understanding of our colonialist past and the role of systematic racism in the current climate
and ecological crises. The knowledge, skills & values that underpin Global Citizenship,
Climate Justice & Peace Education build long-term resilience and empower ethical, informed
decision-making.

Youth, women and vulnerable communities are disproportionately impacted by climate
change, yet their voices are often excluded from decision-making. Including young people in
policy discussions ensures that climate solutions are both sustainable and intergenerational.

Actions for Government:

e Fund education programmes in Wales which empower young people to learn about
global issues including climate justice, peace building and anti-racism.

e Support teacher training and learning resources on global citizenship, climate justice
peace and anti-racism.

Ensure peace education is at the heart of the Welsh curriculum.

Support Welsh public bodies to embed global citizenship competencies (knowledge,
skills and behaviours) in induction, training & continuing professional development
opportunities for the public sector workforce.

e Invest in community-based climate and global citizenship education across Wales.

e Support international exchange opportunities for people of all ages and backgrounds
to offer life changing experiences, develop cultural understanding, build global
solidarity and foster active global citizenship.

e Ensure youth and marginalised communities are involved in climate decision-making
processes to ensure inclusive policies.

Wales as a Global Leader
By embedding these actions across government, the next Welsh Government can:

e Fulfil its duties under the Well-being of Future Generations Act and act now to protect
the rights and well-being of future generations

e Deliver bold leadership on climate justice, equity, human rights and solidarity

e Inspire other small nations to follow

Ein gweledigaeth ar gyfer Cymru

Mae Cymru yn genedl fach gyda hanes balch o arweinyddiaeth fyd-eang, o ddod yn Genedl
Masnach Deg gyntaf y byd, i ddeddfu Deddf Llesiant Cenedlaethau'r Dyfodol, a datgan ei
hun yn Genedl Noddfa. Wrth i newid hinsawdd ddwysau, rhaid i Gymru arwain eto gydag
uchelgais a chyfiawnder. Rhaid i gamau gweithredu Llywodraeth Cymru yn y dyfodol fod
wedi'u gwreiddio mewn cyfiawnder, tegwch, a chydsafiad byd-eang.

Mae'r Mynegai Risg Hinsawdd Byd-eang yn dangos mai'r rhai sydd wedi cyfrannu leiaf at
newid hinsawdd, yn aml gwledydd a chymunedau tlotach, yw'r rhai sy'n cael eu heffeithio
fwyaf gan ei effeithiau. Mae'r anghydraddoldeb hwn yn tanlinellu’r angen brys am gyfiawnder
hinsawdd, wrth i gymunedau agored i niwed (yma yng Nghymru a thramor) ddioddef
canlyniadau argyfwng nad oeddent yn ei achosi.

Mae Cyfiawnder Hinsawdd Byd-eang Cymru yn dod & sefydliadau ledled Cymru ynghyd i
gyflymu gweithredu cydweithredol dros gyfiawnder hinsawdd byd-eang.

Mae'r briff hwn yn amlinellu argymhellion ymarferol ar gyfer Llywodraeth nesaf Cymru i
sicrhau bod Cyfiawnder Hinsawdd Byd-eang wrth wraidd polisiau Cymru, er mwyn dyfodol
tecach a mwy llewyrchus i gymunedau yng Nghymru a'r Byd.

Arwain Gweithredu Hinsawdd

Pam ei fod yn Bwysig: Rhaid i Gymru gydnabod ei hetifeddiaeth hanesyddol o
drefedigaeth, sydd wedi cyfrannu at anghydraddoldebau byd-eang a dirywiad amgylcheddol.
Gall Cymru arwain trwy esiampl gyda dadgarboneiddio teg a chyflym sy'n cydnabod
allyriadau hanesyddol ac 6l troed ecolegol Cymru. Mae Cymru'n cario profiad byw o
drawsnewidiad anghyfiawn, o'i gorffennol gloddio glo i heriau economaidd heddiw. Mae hyn
yn rhoi cyfle unigryw i Gymru arwain trawsnewidiad cyfiawn, cyfrifol yn fyd-eang i economi
werdd a llesol sy'n rhoi pobl a'r blaned yn gyntaf.

Mae technolegau trydan modern ac ynni adnewyddadwy yn cynnig cyfle cyfoethog i Gymru.
Gallai buddsoddiad mewn ynni adnewyddadwy gyrraedd £50bn erbyn 2035, gyda phwer
gwynt yn chwarae rhan ganolog. Rhagwelir y bydd y lefel hon o fuddsoddiad yn cynhyrchu
buddion sylweddol e.e. £6.9bn mewn GYG (Gwerth Ychwanegol Gros), 8,000 o swyddi
gwyrdd a £1.9bn mewn refeniw treth. Mae arolygon agwedd yn dangos bod cefnogaeth
gyhoeddus i ynni adnewyddadwy yn gryf (cefnogaeth o 85% - LIC, Mawrth 2023).

e Ymrwymo i lofnodi'r Cytuniad Atal Amlder Tanwyddau Ffosil. Mae hwn yn gynnig
beiddgar ar gyfer cytundeb rhyngwladol a fyddai'n cynllunio ac yn rheoli trawsnewid

byd-eang cyfiawn i fiwrdd o lo, olew a nwy, gan sicrhau nad oes unrhyw wlad na
gweithiwr yn cael ei adael ar 6l.

e Deddfu i gau pob bwich echdynnu glo yng Nghymru.

e (Gosod targedau sy'n rhwymo'n gyfreithiol i leihau allyriadau defnydd byd-eang
Cymru (e.e. allyriadau o nwyddau a fewnforir) wedi'u cefnogi gan gynllun gweithredu
clir.

e Gweithredu arferion economi gylchol (lleihau, ailddefnyddio, ailgylchu) i ostwng
allyriadau sy'n gysylitiedig & defnydd.

e Mabwysiadu argymhellion Grwp Her Sero Net Cymru 2035 yn llawn, gan ymgorffori
ecwiti a chyfiawnder ym mhob targed.

e Datblygu a chyflawni Strategaeth Pontio Cyfiawn genedlaethol sy'n adeiladu
Economi Llesiant - wedi'i gwreiddio mewn cyfranogiad cymunedol, cyfiawnder
byd-eang, a dadgarboneiddio teg - gan osod Cymru fel arweinydd byd-eang o ran
gweithredu hinsawdd cyfiawn.

e Cyflawni allyriadau nwyon ty gwydr sero net erbyn 2035, gan ymgorffori ecwiti a
chyfiawnder ym mhob targed; dod yn Genedl Ras i Sero gyntaf wedi'i gyrru gan
weithredu dan arweiniad y gymuned a chydsafiad rhyngwladol.

Ymgorffori mecanweithiau diwydrwydd dyladwy cadarn i sicrhau caffael
a buddsoddi moesegol yn y sector cyhoeddus

Pam ei fod yn Bwysig: Mae adroddiad “Cymru a Chyfrifoldeb Byd-eang” gan Maint Cymru
(a.0.) yn dangos bod ardal dramor bron i hanner maint Cymru yn cael ei defnyddio i dyfu
nwyddau a fewnforir yma (gan gynnwys olew palmwydd, soi, coco). Mae'r mewnforion hyn
yn sbarduno datgoedwigo a cham-drin hawliau dynol dramor, gan gynnwys cam-drin hawliau
Pobloedd Brodorol, llafur plant a gorfodol. Mae gan Bartneriaeth Cronfa Bensiwn Cymru
(WPP) o leiaf £227.9M wedi'i fuddsoddi mewn cwmniau tanwydd ffosil ac mae bron i £10
biliwn ar draws y WPP mewn perygl o gael ei amlygu i ddatgoedwigo. Ni ddylai ein harian
cyhoeddus cyllido cam-drin hawliau dynol, datgoedwigo, na niwed i'r hinsawdd dramor. Yn
lle hynny, dylai buddsoddiadau gyd-fynd & Deddf Llesiant Cenedlaethau'r Dyfodol ac
archwilio cyfleoedd buddsoddi sy'n seiliedig ar leoedd sy'n fuddiol i gymunedau Cymru, fel
cartrefi gwyrdd, ynni adnewyddadwy, a systemau bwyd lleol. Mae dros ddwy ran o dair o'r
cyhoedd yn cefnogi camau gweithredu'r llywodraeth i fynd i'r afael & datgoedwigo dramor yn
6l arolygon barn diweddar, gall Llywodraeth nesaf Cymru wrando a helpu i wireddu hyn.

Camau Gweithredu i'r Llywodraeth:

e Sicrhau bod y canllawiau statudol ar gyfer Deddf Partneriaeth Gymdeithasol a
Chaffael Cyhoeddus (Cymru) yn cynnwys safonau cadarn (dan arweiniad
Egwyddorion Arweiniol y Cenhedloedd Unedig ar Fusnes a Hawliau Dynol) i
hyrwyddo cyfrifoldeb byd-eang ac arferion caffael moesegol sy'n cynnal hawliau
dynol a safonau amgylcheddol fel arferion heb ddatgoedwigo a masnach deg.

e Ceisio dylanwadu ar bolisi masnach y DU i flaenoriaethu masnach deg, hawliau
gweithwyr a diogelu'r amgylchedd.

e Gorfodi cyrff cyhoeddus i gaffael bwyd a deunyddiau sy'n rhydd o ddatgoedwigo ac
sy'n cael eu cyrchu'n foesegol ac yn gyfrifol, gan gynnwys ardystiadau fel Masnach
Deg, olew palmwydd ardystiedig RSPO (h.y. Wedi'i Wahanu neu Hunaniaeth wedi'i
Chadw), Organig a Phorfa am Oes.

e Creu strategaeth fwyd drawsadrannol sy'n cefnogi cadwyni cyflenwi lleol, cynaliadwy
"o'r fferm i'r fforc" a mewnforion sy'n cael eu cyrchu'n foesegol. Dylai'r strategaeth

e Alinio'r Cynllun Ffermio Cynaliadwy (SFS) newydd & nodau di-ddatgoedwigo a
chefnogi ffermwyr i symud i fiwrdd o borthiant wedi'i fewnforio o soi a phorthiant
palmwydd sy'n achosi datgoedwigo a cholli cynefinoedd dramor. Hyrwyddo
dewisiadau amgen lleol fel codlysiau a dyfir yn y DU a systemau bwydo & glaswellt.

e Gweithio gyda Phartneriaeth Pensiwn Cymru (WPP) i ddadfuddsoddi o danwydd
ffosil, arfau, a diwydiannau sy'n achosi datgoedwigo erbyn 2030.

Hyrwyddo Undod Byd-eang

Pam ei fod yn Bwysig: Mae ansefydlogrwydd hinsawdd unrhyw le yn effeithio ar systemau
economaidd, mudo ac iechyd ym mhobman. Gall sychder a methiannau cnydau yn Affrica
arwain at anwadalrwydd prisiau bwyd byd-eang, dadleoli ac ansefydlogrwydd—sy'n ymestyn
i Ewrop / Cymru. Nid elusen yw buddsoddi mewn addasu i'r hinsawdd yn fyd-eang, mae'n
gyfiawnder hinsawdd ac mae'n glyfar. Mae gan Gymru ddyletswydd foesol i helpu
cymunedau sy'n dioddef o argyfwng nad ydynt wedi'i achosi. Mae hygrededd Cymru ar
gyfiawnder hinsawdd yn dibynnu ar ddangos undod gweithredol a'r rhai sydd ar flaen y gad
yn yr argyfwng, nid rhethreg yn unig. Amcangyfrifir y gallai gwledydd mwyaf agored i niwed y
byd brofi colledion economaidd cronnus o $400 biliwn yn flynyddol erbyn 2030 oherwydd
effeithiau newid hinsawdd. "Ar gyfartaledd, mae llywodraethau Affrica yn gwario saith gwaith
yn fwy ar daliadau dyled allanol nag ar fesurau i addasu i newid hinsawdd" (tudalen 11)
Rhwng bywyd a dyled - Cymorth Cristnogol. Yng ngoleuni'r toriadau cyllideb cymorth
cyfredol, mae undod a phartneriaeth fyd-eang barhaus o'r pwys mwyaf.

Camau Gweithredu ar gyfer y Llywodraeth:

e Cefnogi ac ehangu cynlluniau fel Rhaglen Cymru ac Affrica i gryfhau prosiectau
addasu a lliniaru hinsawdd. Sicrhau bod cymunedau Diaspora yng Nghymru yn cael
eu cynnwys yn y broses o ddylunio a chyflawni prosiectau.

e Dyfnhau ac ehangu partneriaethau teg & gwledydd a rhanbarthau sy'n agored i niwed
o ran hinsawdd, cymunedau rheng flaen a Phobloedd Brodorol, gan sicrhau
cydnabyddiaeth o hawliau ac atebion a gréwyd ar y cyd. Mae cefhogi'r cymunedau
hyn i sefydlu bywoliaethau cynaliadwy a mynediad at wybodaeth yn elfennau
allweddol hanfodol i gynyddu gwydnwch ac addasu i'r hinsawdd.

e Addo neilltuo cyllid hinsawdd a blaenoriaethu camau gweithredu i gyflymu
trawsnewidiad cyfiawn a gwyrdd sy'n sicrhau nad oes neb yn cael ei adael ar 6él.

e Sefydlu Cronfa Colled a Difrod Cymru neu gyfrannu at Gronfa Confensiwn
Fframwaith y Cenhedloedd Unedig ar Newid Hinsawdd ar gyfer ymateb i Golled a
Difrod, i gefnogi'n uniongyrchol y cymunedau yr effeithir arnynt fwyaf gan newid
hinsawdd.

e Gweithio gyda gwledydd partner i dynnu sylw Llywodraeth y DU at argyfyngau dyled;
galw ar Lywodraeth y DU i fabwysiadu deddfwriaeth ddyled angenrheidiol; a galw ar
lywodraethau'r DU a llywodraethau eraill i gefnogi mecanwaith ymarfer Dyled newydd
y Cenhedloedd Unedig.

e Hyrwyddo gweithredu a dangos arweinyddiaeth ar y llwyfan rhyngwladol ar yr
argyfwng dyled byd-eang ac ar gyllid colled a difrod.

e Galw ar Lywodraeth y DU i ystyried mecanweithiau cyllido amgen a allai ysgogi'r
cyllid sydd ei angen, megis cyflwyno mesurau ‘y llygrwr sy’n talu’ i symud cyllid
hinsawdd a chanslo dyled anghyfiawn ac anghynaliadwy.

Pam ei fod yn Bwysig: Rhaid i Lywodraeth Cymru arwain pobl Cymru wrth feithrin gwell
dealltwriaeth o'n gorffennol trefedigaethol a rél hiliaeth systematig yn yr argyfyngau
hinsawdd ac ecolegol presennol. Mae'r wybodaeth, y sgiliau a'r gwerthoedd sy'n sail i
Addysg Dinasyddiaeth Fyd-eang, Cyfiawnder Hinsawdd a Heddwch yn meithrin gwydnwch
hirdymor ac yn grymuso gwneud penderfyniadau moesegol a gwybodus.
